	Case Study:  36 yo RN,  divorced w 3 children. Monitored for Mental Health only. Diagnoses: Major Depressive Disorder and Borderline Personality Disorder.

2/28/18 Hair stat 7 produced positive results for Cocaine greater than 1000 pg/mg. Cocaine LCMSMS 9389 pg/mg. Actual value Benzoylecgonine 1658 pg/mg.
She adamantly denies use of any illicit drugs ever. Her psychiatrist and CRNP both told her it has to be a false positive caused by her medications. She is prescribed: Effexor 300 mg q am, Wellbutrin SR 100 mg q am, and Seroquel 300 mg q hs.

She also takes Vitamin C, elderberry and zinc and Biotin purchased over the counter at Target. 

She admits she purchased Kratom on the internet to treat muscle spasms in her neck as she heard it is good for fibromyalgia. She says it comes in a grated powder that you take a spoonful and follow by drinking water. She last used it in mid-February.

Her presentation is very naïve but good comprehension and organized thoughts. Treating CRNP has seeing signs of amphetamine type behavior and mood is stable.

Please note that she did not drug test allegedly for financial reasons since 11/27/17 and it was negative but dilute. Her account was suspended from 11/28/17 until 2/26/18 when OVR agreed to pay. She missed the following tests: 12/20/17 B, 12/27/17 Hair stat 7, 1/8/18 Rx, 1/25/18 B, 2/15/18 B, and 2/26/18 Hair Stat 7. She finally had a hair stat 7 collected 2/28/18. 

She also had a positive 25 panel urine drug screen collected 6/27/17 that was posirive for Cocaine metabolites at 106 ng with a cut off of 150/100. She denied use and requested a retest. The retest by an independent lab confirmed benzoylecgonine. She requested an MRO review that was completed. MRO called participant. Program ID# verified, participant denies use of cocaine. Denies use of herbal/foreign teas. Denies recent dental/ENT/ER procedures. Participant states taking Effexor, trazadone, Seroquel, hydroxyzine and gabapentin. Claims use of OTC cold meds. Notified participant none of these would cause her result. She became abrasive saying her psychiatrist told her she could have a false positive from the medications she is taking. Notified participant none of her medications would cause a false positive for cocaine. Participant continued to be abrasive and disagreed wit the findings. Cocaine positive verified.
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
